We have interviewed and signed an agreement with the Lutheran Deaconess 
Association in Valparaiso, IN to have Miss Kathleen Borchers join us as a di-
aconal intern for the period of one year, beginning in late August.  Kathleen is 
graduating from Valparaiso University this May with a degree in International 
Service.  She is fluent in French and Spanish.  Look for a more detailed biog-
raphy in the May VOICE. 
You may remember when we had Vicar Ed Kovacs as part of our staff in 2006.  
This is a similar opportunity for our congregation to play a part in shaping a 
servant for work in the Church.  An internship is a learning experience.  Interns 
are not fully-formed professional church workers, but rather are students who 
are nearing the end of their formation process and need to have some real-
world experience to help them integrate the components of their learning in 
theology, academics, leadership, and gifts and skills for ministry. 
Much of ministry begins with building relationships.  Our intern’s job will be to 
find ways of building relationships with both the ESL students and the young 
families and children in our growing Sunday School.  With respect to the ESL 
program, a primary focus will be on the spiritual needs of the students and 
working with the childcare families.  The second ministry emphasis will be on 
developing relationships with and among the Sunday School families, and 
helping to begin groups and/or plan events that will help to connect these 
families with the congregation.  These two areas of ministry are ones that 
have been growing quickly over the past year, and having a staff person dedi-
cated specifically to addressing the needs of these groups is essential in help-
ing to take these ministries to the next level. 
The internship is a one-year, full-time, paid position.  Pastor Schaefer will have 
supervisory responsibility, and Sister Deb will be part of the support and for-
mation team.  We have also received a grant from the Southeastern District to 
subsidize the cost to the congregation.  The LDA will make a site visit to LCOS 
in February 2012 and is an active partner during the internship year.
