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STEWARDSHIP SPOTLIGHT:  Barbara Morris 
Lutheran Church of Our Savior member Barbara Morris 
came to our church back in October 2003. She came here 

from Trinity Evangelical Lutheran Church in Pennsylvania where she 
was involved in “Hospitality” or, as we know it here, “Congregational Life”. So it 
was fitting when, as Barbara recalls, “Pastor put his arm around me and asked 
me to be part of Congregational Life”. Which she did and enjoyed very much! 
She “loves being here” and counts LCOS as her “second home”. 2006 proved 
to be a difficult year, as Barbara lost her husband in June and then six months 
later her mother in January. In October 2007, Barbara soon found solace in 
fellow member, Ken Gilbert, a recent widower. After 4 months of courtship he 
took her on a romantic cruise vacation. Regrettably, their time together was cut 
short though, when Ken became sick 2 months later. He tragically died of leu-
kemia the following month on May 31st.  
Barbara then got involved with Crossways, the 2 year study of the Bible which 
she completed twice. She then heard about ESL and became a mentor. This is 
her second year teaching and she really enjoys bonding with her students and 
listening to their stories. Barbara also enjoys being a Shepherd as well as 
helping during Vacation Bible School. The “ultimate” though for Barbara is be-
ing the Eucharist Assistant and being on the Altar with Pastor Schaefer. She 
loves watching people “receive Jesus in their heart”. Since being here at 
LCOS, Barbara also feels that she has grown spiritually. 
Her family includes a sister that lives nearby in Angola By the Bay and 2 sons, 
2 daughters, 3 stepchildren and 24 grandchildren that live in Pennsylvania and 
2 stepchildren that live in Rhode Island. 
 
LCMS MISSION TO THE BALTICS 
The Baltics consist of the countries of Latvia, Lithuania and Esto-
nia, all bordering the Baltic Sea. These were republics of the So-
viet Union during its existence. The LCMS began its outreach to 
the Baltics after the fall of the Soviet Union. Please pray for the 
ministry among English-speaking expatriates now living in Riga, 
Latvia, and especially for the English worship services at the Lu-
theran cathedral in Riga. Pray that this would be an encouragement in the 
faith lives of English-speaking believers in Riga, and the Light of the Gospel 
for all in Riga.

ties. Also pray for the present and future ministry of these congregations in a 
largely Catholic country, that those who identify with the Lutheran church body 
there would actively live out their faith. Please pray that the Lord would show 
the Evangelical Lutheran Church of Lithuania ways to identify with the Lithua-
nian culture without compromising their confessional faith. Thank God for his 
many blessings on Estonia as a nation: religious freedom, a recently revised 
translation of the Bible in Estonian and a missionary presence from other 
countries since it gained independence in 1988. Pray that the Lord would use 
Christians in Latvia, Lithuania and Estonia to lovingly welcome visitors and in-
quirers in their churches, especially young families with children, and share 
with them the Gospel as a response to the influence of secularism and mate-
rialism that is widespread since the fall of Communism.
