JAPAN - Disaster Relief and Post-Quake Ministry

We continue to pray for the people of Japan, the Japan Lutheran Church, and its
members and the LCMS missionaries serving in Japan in the aftermath of the
March 11th earthquake, tsunami, and the nuclear power plant crisis in Fukushima.
We thank God that no casualties have been reported among the missionaries or in
the JLC family. However, according to Rev. Manabu Wakabayashi, pastor of Shi-
rone Lutheran Christ Church in Niigata, about 120 miles west of the epicenter and
the disabled power plant, the greatest concern is the spread of radiation from the
damaged reactors despite tireless efforts to cool the crippled plant. Rev. Wakabaya-
shi and his wife intend to remain in Niigata with his church and its members. “The
crisis level is getting worse, but we still have hope. We have Jesus Christ, the Lord
Almighty who says, ‘Call upon Me in the day of trouble; | will deliver you, and you
will honor me.” “(Psalm 50:151)

The LCMS began work in Japan in 1948, and in 1976 the Japan Lutheran Church
became a sister/partner church of the LCMS. It consists of about 35 congregations,
3,000 baptized members and 30 pastors. But only about 1 percent of the nation is
Christian.

As the death toll continues to climb and radiation worries persist, disaster survivors
began receiving the first emergency shipments from Japan Lutheran partners: rice,
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water, instant foods and bananas, Assistance may be needed in heavily impacted
areas for as long as three years. “The long-term response of the LCMS with Luther-
ans in Japan will enable us to bring the gospel and mercy of Christ to those who
have suffered the loss of loved ones, homes, jobs and personal possessions. This
Is what we are being called to.” (World Relief-Human Care Interim Executive Direc-
tor Rev. John Fate.) “We will be with our partners there a long, long time. It is our
sacred duty to strengthen the capacity of Lutheran partners to reach out at such
times of need,” said LCMS President Rev. Matthew C. Harrison as LCMS members
were called upon to donate funds for Japan relief. “We know especially that theses
circumstances allow us to demonstrate love to our partners in another place in the
world. And as we do so, we’ll learn from them the challenges of being among the 1
percent Christian minority in a non-Christian context.”

We Lutherans must witness to the mercy of a loving God and to be present as His
hands of hope and healing. Please pray for our merciful God to work in this trying
situation to reveal Himself to the people of Japan where so few believe in Jesus
Christ as their Lord and Savior.
